The recently developed program consists of a minimum of four years of on-line academic studies,
supplemented with occasional weekend study sessions, retreats, and practical activities within local
parishes. Following a pre-screening process, qualified and approved candidates will be offered courses
on-line through Newman Theological College (in Edmonton) starting in September 2025 and 3
“in-person” weekends per year.
